According to the principle of reflectometry (remission photometry),
reflected light from the test strip is measured. Just as in classical photo-
metry, the difference in intensity of emitted and reflected light allows a
quantitative determination of the concentration of specific analytes.

If the
change time exceeds 60 seconds, only date and
time are lost, all stored data and settings are still
stored.

Recommendation

Replacement batteries (AAA non-rechargeable
alkaline batteries, 1.5 V) must be on hand for
immediate insertion.

3.2.3 Skip the timer

It is possible to cancel the timer countdown in
order to perform measurements directly without
the countdown function of the instrument.
